INTRODUCTION

Additional educational program Minor (Minor) is a set of disciplines, modules and other types
of educational work defined by the student in order to form additional competencies (Order of the
Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated 12.10.2018 No. 563).

When determining the individual learning trajectory, the student chooses a component of a higher
educational institution and a component of choice within the educational program:

1) disciplines in the main educational program;

2) disciplines according to the program of additional education.

(Item 31 of the Rules for the organization of the educational process on WHO order of the
Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated 12.10.2018 No. 563). The
procedure for selecting and mastering disciplines under the additional education program is carried
out to obtain additional competencies in combined or profile OP, as well as to meet the individual
needs of the student (rules for organizing the educational process by order of the Ministry of
Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated 12.10.2018 No. 563).

The scope of disciplines selected according to the program of additional education is
determined by the university independently. At the same time, additional OP disciplines are studied
by students within the framework of VVC disciplines, and their loan amount is included in the total
amount of academic credit required to obtain a qualification degree in the main OP. (Rules for
organizing the educational process according to OCT. 34 of the Order of the Ministry of Education
and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan dated 12.10.2018 No. 563).

Unlike Major (an educational program defined by the student in order to form key
competencies), Minor is three interrelated subjects that are not the main ones for the student. Minor
is offered to all students to choose from at the end of the first year of the bachelor's degree. Each
student is required to choose one Minor for training.

The peculiarity of the minor:

* Minor is taught in the second and third years of the bachelor's degree;

* consists of three items;

* labor intensity of 15 (the labor intensity of each discipline is 5 credits);

* labor intensity is included in the main part of the educational program (minor disciplines
are included in 240 credits of the main program);

* each student of the educational program independently chooses from the general catalog;

* Minog disciplines are held simultaneously: in the schedule of classes they are given a

specific day of classes
